PG&E Announces Changes to Future Potter Valley Project Operations
o PG&E issued a press release on 3/16/23: Water Levels at Lake Pillsbuty to be Lower this

Year. In summary, after a regular seismic analyses, the level of risk around seismic
performance at Scott Dam has led to PG&E’s decision to not only abandon the closure of
the spill gates that impound additional storage but from this point forward, storage at Lake
Pillsbury will be reduced to 74% of capacity. This results in less water available both for Eel
River summer flows and in the summer diversions of water to the East Fork Russian River,
similar to conditions experience in 2021. More information can be found:

In a major development for long-term water use efficiency, the State Water Resources Control
Board has released the proposed regulatory framework for “Making Conservation a California Way
of Life.” This new framework proposes unique water use efficiency goals for each urban retail water
supplier, including urban water use efficiency standards, variances, an urban water use objective, and
commercial, industrial, and institutional (CII) performance measures.
